GENERAL INFORMATION FOR ALL PIANOFEST 2010 CAMPS: (For additional specific
information regarding each camp, see individual camp sections below.)

All sessions will be held on the U.K. campus. Participants will experience the excitement of teamwork as they
perform in multi-keyboard ensembles under the direction of skilled conductors and assistants. Campers will also
participate in a variety of other music activities (specifically programmed for each camp group) such as electronic
keyboard technology, theory, ear-training, and chorus. Our staff consists of professional conductors, faculty, and
counselors who are highly qualified and enthusiastic music educators. A “Grand Finale” concert will be presented
by the Pianofest participants on Friday evening June 24 , 2011. Information regarding the final concert will be
available on the morning of June 20, 2011.

ELIGIBILITY:

Grades listed for each camp indicate the grade completed by the end of the 2009-2010 school year. Students
should have at least elementary level piano skills and will be organized into ensemble groups according to piano
proficiency level. Each camp will offer ensemble groups based on the following levels of piano proficiency:
Early Elementary, Mid-Late Elementary, Intermediate or Advanced. (See page 2 for more specific information
regarding these levels.)

PARTICIPANT RESPONSIBILITY:

Music for the keyboard ensemble groups must be learned prior to camp. Each student will receive specific music
assignments after all completed registration information and the non-refundable deposit amount have been
received by Pianofest . (Please note: deposit amounts vary.) To allow adequate time to receive and learn the
music, students should register as soon as possible!

SR. AND JR. CAMPS :: Fees for these camps cover the costs for all of the various sessions mentioned above
and also sessions in: music/computer interface, music appreciation, music history, handbell and percussion
ensemble. The fees also cover costs for meals, concert tickets and various social and recreational experiences
throughout the week. *Resident campers will be housed in a campus dormitory. Executive Staff and counselors
will stay with the campers in the dorm. Commuter campers are required to be at camp prior to breakfast and to
stay until the end of the evening activities. Music assignments and specific details concerning time and location
for check in, items to bring, etc. will be sent to campers when all completed registration forms and deposit have
been received by Pianofest. The non-refundable deposit amount for the Sr. or Jr. camp is $100.00 The
deposit is due upon the return of any application materials. Music assignments will not be given until the full
amount is received.

*Students who have completed grades 6-12 may either stay in the dormitory or commute daily. Students who have completed
grades 4 or 5 must commute on a daily basis.

IV Advanced: “Fur Elise, Beethoven; “Sonata I” (C Major),
Mozart.
